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FROM BYZANTION, THROUGH COLONIA ANTONINA AND ALL THE WAY
TO CONSTANTINOPLE: THE ARCHITECTURAL ACTIVITIES BY SEPTIMIUS
SEVERUS AND CONSTANTINE

During the great Greek colonization of the Hellespont and the Propontis from the 8th
to the 6th century BC, two prominent Greek cities emerged: Megara and Miletus. Megara
founded the colony of Byzantion on the European side of the Bosporus which became the
biggest city on the coast of the Propontis. The ancient acropolis, situated behind the Church
of Saint Sophia and overlooking the Golden Horn and the Bosporus, was located on the east-
ern end of what would later become Constantinople. Byzantion contained numerous Greek
sanctuaries, two harbours, Strategion (square), a stadium, a gymnasium, baths, residential
buildings, and it was fortified with strong walls. At the end of the 2nd century AD emperor
Septimius Severus laid waste to the Greek city, but afterwards he rebuilt the city, providing
it with, inter alia, colonnaded streets, the Tetraston (square), the Hippodrome and the Baths
of Zeuxippus. Moreover, this emperor gave the city a new name: Antonina. The already-
initiated construction project was not completed during Severus’ reign; it was finished by
Constantine the Great following his victory over co-emperor Licinius in 324. This ruler’s
intention was not only to restore the city, but also to make it the capital of the empire: New
Rome. Constantine erected new walls, extended the Mese, the main street of Constantinople,
by constructing a square along it with a monument in his honour, built the Capitol, the
Philadelphion, the Church of Holy Peace (Hagia Eirene), the imperial mausoleum, and he
also began the construction of the Great Palace. Constantinople was ceremoniously conse-
crated on 11 May 330.
