within the framework of the Byzantine
world and the contemporary historical
moment, professor Medakovi¢ said:
“And now, please allow me
to say few fords about your scientific
symposium “Nis and Byzantium”. It
is out of any doubts that the subject
matter of this symposium has been
well selected, as well as the intention
of making these meetings become
regular ones. This will give credit to
the very subject matter that includes
all forms of political and intellectual
life not only of the city of Nis, but
also of the entire region. And one
more thing: if this event is ensured
continuous operation, there is a
substantial possibility to, at least
partly, compensate the long decades
of discontinuity, oblivion, and even
complete rejection of our own roots.
With clear conscience we can state that
our archeological science, in relation
to the pre-history, concentrated less
of its power on studying the antique
world, acting as if we were not its
legitimate successors. Only in recent
times, major discoveries from the
world of antiquity started appearing:
Felix Romuliana, findings in Sirmium,
Kostolac, Caricin Grad, S'arengrad
and Mediana, and results that had
already been known by now change the
impression of some kind of provincial
art that had originated outside of the

flows of important events in the distant

metropolis. Rightfully we can expect
one thought to start finally dwelling in
our consciousness, that in our region
we had had two imperial cities, Nis
and Mitrovica, and that within wider
region of the former state there were
even two imperial palaces: Felix
Romuliana and Diocletian’s Palace
in Split. The fact that the Emperor
Constantine was born in Nis cannot

historians, which is witnessed by the
crypts dating from IV century that
were discovered in Nis thus also being
an undoubt testemony about other
archeological  opportunities.  The
symposium that will scientifically also
establish all those ancient links by
which this modern and thriving city
is connected to that antique one, can
only contribute and promote general
cultural image of this city. Discovering
one’s own roots is not, therefore, a
sentimental and nostalgic escape into
the past. On the contrary, symposiums
and similar conferences like this one,
which can possibly follow, should act
as a stimulus and point to the future. It
would be wrong to conclude that they
support negative aspirations that lead
towards some local patriotism. On
the contrary! Our vision of modern
Nis incorporates also that broadness

And again, fact that
there is bigger number of foreign than
Serbian participants most illustratively
shows the significance and acquired
reputation of the scientific symposium
“Ni§ and Byzantine*.

It is our task that the
symposium “Ni§ and Byzantine™ in
which future professor Medakovi¢
sincerely believed, we maintain for
future generations, preserve what was
accomplished and enable distinguished
Byzantinists to meet every year in the
city of Nis, so that by their knowledge
they build the eternal temple in the
glory of the city of Ni§ and its most
prominent citizen, the Holy Emperor
Constantine the Great.
