So far,
only the building complex east of St. Mary's Church (within the southern stoa of the Roman
Imperial Olympieion) has been referred to as the episkopeion. However, the research of the
last years has shown that the early Byzantine residence must have been significantly larger and
more representative.

ON THE 10™-11™ CENTURY CHURCHES IN
Theme KASTORIA: THE PROBLEMS OF ATTRIBUTION
AND DATING




ABSTRACT

The churches of Panagia Koumbelidiki, Taxiarches and St Stephen in Kastoria have been
traditionally viewed as representing a group of buildings by local masters and dated to various
periods from the 9" to the 11" century. Based on the analysis of the wall-paintings in St
Stephen and Taxiarches, as well as of some architectural features in all three churches, I intend
to show that they can be dated to the second half of the 10" century. The church of Dormition
in Labovo, Albania, is very close to these monuments in building technique and architectural
decoration, although it is more sophisticated in many ways. A fresco with Deisis recently
uncovered in its gallery may be dated to the middle of the 11" century and attributed to the
team that painted St Sophia of Ohrid. The architectural features of Labovo also find some
parallels in the church of Hagioi Anargyroi in Kastoria. The latter is usually dated to the first
half or the middle of the 11" century. Although related in many ways to the earlier group of
churches in Kastoria, it also shows some influence of the metropolitan architecture. Some
other churches may have been built with the participation of craftsmen from Kastoria during
this period in Macedonia and neighboring regions. Thus the continuous development of the
local tradition may be traced from mid 10" to mid 11" centuries.

Theme REVISITING CHRONOLOGY ISSUES IN RAVANICA

ABSTRACT

Ravanica is one of the most important monasteries of medieval Serbia but one difficult for research.
Problems stem not only from yet unspecified chronology of the complex comprising two different parts
of fortified walls with towers, monastery precincts and katholikon, but also undetermined chronology of
the wall paintings in the church due to gradual process including various groups of painters who worked
in the nave, narthex, and tower chapel. These issues are further complicated by the imprecise and even
flawed documentation impacting long standing discussions in scholarship. As I myself took part in it
since three decades ago, it is time to revisit the topic and address technical and iconographic issues in
light of recent breakthroughs made in art history and methodology.

Along more solid ways to date fortifications, question on exact time of building of the narthex must be
raised again bearing in mind that some scholars even reject its subsequent erection, despite indisputable
proofs provided by archaeological excavations of foundations of the narthex and traces of rough breakup
of the original west facade of the church in the northeast corner of the narthex as clear evidence that the
north door to the nave is an additional opening, made during or after construction of the narthex.

The complex process of monastery formation must have taken longer duration than it has usually been
thought. Scholars tend to fit dating the frescoes in between time of issue of the Ravanica charters and the
Kosovo battle, taking for granted that portrait of Prince Lazar as ktetor must have been done before his
demise in the clash. However, due to complex phases of both the monastery buildup and decorating the
church it is necessary to reconsider traditional dating of the paintings, especially regarding involvement
of three different groups of painters only for the nave.

The impecise documentation for ktetorial fresco led to various unsubstantiated theories to which critical
reviews responded by adhering to rather simplified explanations of complex issues and correspondingly
without seeing the forest for the trees. But more grounded perspective of distinct parts of the monument
and perusal of written sources may enable fresh analysis of perplexed forensic state of the west wall of
the nave with historical portraits, adjacent figures and inscriptions, the dating and meaning of which can
be fully comprehended within iconography of joint ktetorship and regency.

HELENOPOLIS IN THE GALILEE: EMPRESS IN
Theme THE FOOTSTEPS OF CHRIST?

ABSTRACT

A religuary cross seen in Homs (ancient Emesa), half-way between Damascus and Aleppo,
suggests that Helena, mother of Constantine the Great born at Ni§, was treated as a saint in that
region at least by the sixth or seventh century. Her name had already been attached to a city,
Helenopolis in the Galilee, within 20km of Nazareth and after 390 included in Palestine
Secunda, the province founded in 390 to incorporate the Galilee region and Transjordan.
Helenopolis was an episcopal see, and remains a titular, non-residentiary see in the Roman
Catholic hierarchy, whose most recent occupant, an American auxiliary bishop of Hartford,
Connecticut, died in 1990. As noted by Jan Willem Drijvers, the Byzantinist Ernst Honigmann
conjectured a link between Helenopolis and Helena's travels in Palestine, and A. H. M. Jones
went further, suggesting that Helenopolis, noted by Sozomen (400-c.450) simply as named for
Helena, was founded by the empress herself. Doubtless more town than city, Helenopolis was
identified by F. M. Abel with modern Daburiyya (Biblical Daberath, Latin Dabareth), at the
foot of Mount Tabor east of Nazareth. However, identification has also been made with Kfar
Kama in Lower Galilee, where two adjoining chapels, one a martyrium honouring St Tecla
and the other a baptistery with a bishop's name included in mosaics, may have formed part of
what the excavator, Aapeli Saarisalo, described as 'a large complex building (either a church
or a monastery), the greater part of which is covered by the houses of the modern village'. A
mosaic prayer to Tecla is dated 536, but this might not have been the first church here and
much hangs on the extent of the bishop's diocese. There are other candidates. This paper will
weigh their claims and the suggested foundation by Helena, and explore the place of
Helenopolis in the narratives of Late Antique colonisation of the Galilee and anti-Jewish
rhetoric.

THE BASILICAS WITH POLIGONAL APSE IN
Theme THRACE IN THE SECOND HALF OF 5TH CENTURY

ABSTRACT

It is assumed that the basilicas with polygonal apse in Thrace used as its prototype the catholicon
of the Stoudios monastery in Constantinople. At first glance it seems that it is so, as the
Stoudious basilicas was built at the time when the polygonal apse also entered Thrace — in the
middle of 5™ century. The nature of the basilica in Constantinople as catholicon, however, raises
some doubts as the polygonal apse in Thrace was attached to all type of basilicas except the
monastery’s. Besides, given the specifics of the monastery liturgy, it seems that the use of a
catholicon as prototype for all kind of basilicas, including Episcopal, seems inappropriate. So,
the goal of this presentation is to study as much as possible the matter on the examples from
Thrace.

WORLD'S HERITAGE IN DANGER: MONASTERY
Theme MATEIC, TWENTY YEARS AFTER THE ARMED

CONFLICT

ABSTRACT

The monastery Matei¢ is one of the numerous Medieval monasteries in the Republic of North
Macedonia that were built high up in the mountains, on the south-eastern side of the mountain
Skopska Crna Gora, the Kumanovo side. The monastery became known specifically during the
14" c. as an imperial endowment dedicated to the Assumption of the Virgin. It is important to
mention that Mateic is listed in the Charter (Chrysobull) of King Stefan Uros II Milutin (r. 1282—
1321) issued for St. George monastery near Skoplje. According to the biography of Emperor
Uro$ V, written by Patriarch Pajsije, Emperor Stefan Dusan (r. 1355-71) started the construction
of the Church of the Assumption in its place, and the church was completed around 1357 by
Empress Jelena with her son Uro§ V around 1357.

The armed conflict in the Republic of Macedonia commenced at the beginning of 2001. On 3rd
May 2001, the monastery was occupied by the Ushtria Clirimtare Kombétare (UCK - National
Liberation Army), who used it as their headquarters and arsenal of weapon. The church of
Dormition heavily suffered both in the interior and the exterior. Restoration of the suspected
damage was financially supported by the Dutch Embassy in Skopje joined by the staff of the
EU Monitoring Mission. It was recommended that Macedonian and international experts should
undertake restoration works. During the mission, it became apparent that the frescoes had
suffered countless devastations. Most of all, church was demolished and damages were visible
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at numerous frescoes (e.g. Virgin Mary with Christ, fresco of St. Apostle Peter with sprayed
graffiti "Dgego Armando Maradona; Kupa Uefa" and sprayed double-headed eagle with UCK
abbreviation inside). This sort of iconoclasm and damaging the world cultural heritage raises a
question of how armed conflicts and intentional damaging of the medieval churches founded in
the nowadays endangered zones should be interpreted.

The PLVRA NATAL FEL forgeries of Constantine |

Theme
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ABSTRACT

The date of birth of Constantine I is known to be the 27 February. Unfortunately, the year is
uncertain. However, a unique coin held by the British Museum for almost 200 years has been
suggested to celebrate Constantine’s 50™ birthday. The coin bears the legend PLVRA NATAL
FEL, “May there be many happy birth[day]s”. Its authenticity has never been questioned. If
the coin can be accurately assigned to a bronze coin emission with a known date, the riddle
may be solved. The portrait style of the coin points to the 320’s. During this decade
Constantine’s portrait underwent a succession of changes enabling us — when we combine the
iconography and the mint marks - to restrict possible dates of production to a few years or less.
Now a second example of the PLVRA NATAL FEL type has surfaced. However, instead of
confirming the authenticity of the BM coin it has confirmed that both are old forgeries. They
cannot be used to deduce the year of birth of Constantine 1. The methods used to produce these
forgeries are discussed.

THEOLOGIAN IN THE POST-BYZANTINE ART




PE3IOME

The scene of The Vision of St. Gregory the Theologian is based on a text of the liturgical
commentary. Though not very widespread, the subject occurred rather frequently in
monumental painting of Russia in the late 16th—17th centuries, where it was placed in the altar
area (Cathedral of the Archangel in the Moscow Kremlin; Church of Our Lady of Smolensk
of the Novodevichy Convent; Holy Trinity Church in Vyaziomy). Meanwhile on the Balkans,
the only example of the scene is known — a series of miniatures (Vat. gr. 2137) made by a
Cretan artist. In both cases, rather than depicting the whole commentary in detail, the most
important scenes were selected to convey the subject — namely, the activity of the heavenly
forces during the earthly liturgy. The scene of The Vision shares certain motives of the other
liturgical subjects, such as The Heavenly Liturgy, The Liturgy of St. Basil as well as the
variations derived from them — above all, the depiction of the Great Entrance. However, it
must be regarded as an independent subject.

As we suggest, it appeared for the first time in the Church of the Archangel’s miracle at
Chonae in the Chudov monastery in the Moscow Kremlin (1518-1519). Though the frescoes
were not preserved, a drawing of the church decoration provides us with evidence of the
liturgical subject on the prothesis wall. Another possible source for the iconography of The
Vision of St. Gregory is a cycle of miniatures illustrating the Life of St. Niphon (1530s),
offering close solutions for the liturgical scenes. In the report, we will examine the two early
examples as a probable influence on both the Russian monumental painting and the Cretan
miniature.

ABSTRACT

The period after Justinian's rule on the Balkans was associated with catastrophic earthquakes
and the invasions of the Avars and Slavs and the devastation associated with them, which is a
reflection of the overall situation in the Empire. At the beginning of the VI century, the situation
became even more complicated, as the Empire experienced an extremely severe political and
economic crisis. Constant military conflicts and attempts to preserve its integrity let to the
decline of temple construction, and of course this reflected on the mosaic decoration. Thus, this
last stage in the development of mosaic decoration during the Early Christian period on the
Balkans, in art terms, is emphatically schematic and the images act more as a symbol-sign. This
manifestation in art continued in the following periods, as in the Middle Ages it acquired
aesthetic characteristics that marked the whole epoch.

Theme IN THE NET OF THE PALAIOLOGOI: DYNASTIC
RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN MONTFERRAT AND
SERBIA IN THE SHADOW OF BYZANTIUM, 14TH-
15TH CENTURIES

ABSTRACT

Despite being the sovereigns of a tiny landlocked feudal principality in north-western Italy, at least
since the late 11th century the marquises of Montferrat had established a noteworthy projection
towards the Holy Land and the Byzantine oikoumene. When Manuel | Komnenos (1143-1180) rose
to the throne in Constantinople, the intensity of the interactions between the basileia and Latin
Europe grew exponentially, with the Aleramici, the ruling family of Montferrat, playing a major role
in this new phase. In 1179 Renier of Montferrat married one of Manuel I’s daughters and was given
the high palatine title of caesar, his brother Conrad was also a trusted friend of Byzantium and even
became king of Jerusalem in 1190, while Boniface, he too a brother of the former two, led the fourth
Crusade and was crowned king of Thessalonica after losing the ballot for the Latin Empire of
Constantinople. However, when Demetrios, son and successor of Boniface in Thessalonica, was
ousted in 1224 from his reign by Theodore Komnenos Doukas (1215-1230), it seemed that the ties
that connected the Aleramici with the Christian East had been severed forever.

It was not the case, but, indeed, more than six decades elapsed before another Byzantine-
Montferratian liaison was created, this time at the sole initiative of a basileus. After lengthy
negotiations started by Michael VIII Palaiologos (1259-1282), in 1284 Andronikos 11 (1282-1328),
son and heir of the latter, married Violante, daughter of marquis William V11 of Montferrat (1253-
1292). Andronikos II’s and Violante’s should have been a rather ordinary marriage alliance, as there
had been plenty of others in the past between Byzantium and western powers, but it led to several




unexpected consequences, the most surprising of which was undoubtedly that Theodore, second-
born child of the couple, inherited the marquisate of Montferrat, thus installing a Byzantine dynasty
on the throne of an Italian feudal lordship. Belonging to the clan of the Palaiologoi gave the
marquises of Montferrat a sort of natural sensitivity towards the issues of what Obolensky called the
‘Byzantine commonwealth’, to which they felt a sort of

commitment as if they were still part of that world. Fruitless and unfeasible dynastic claims to the
Byzantine throne had always drawn the attention of the Palaiologoi of Montferrat more than actual
Balkan and Middle Eastern politics, but nonetheless the latter was never completely neglected by the
marquises. Even though their impact on the events of the East was not as relevant as their Aleramici
ancestors’, these western Palaiologoi nearly always managed to renew their relationship, either
cultural, economic or matrimonial with their original homeland. Serbia was twice and not negligibly
involved in this new period of Montferratian projection in the Levant, for Theodore Palaiologos
himself had been on the verge of becoming heir apparent to king Stephen Uros II Milutin (1282-
1321) and marquis Boniface 111 Palaiologos (1483-1494) married despot Stephen Brankovic’s
daughter Maria, thus making his country a center of attraction and a shelter for prominent Balkan
refugees fleeing from the Ottomans like the Albanian prince Constantine Arianites and perhaps even
cardinal Bessarion. The aim of this paper is to describe the geopolitical and cultural framework in
which late medieval Montferrat-Serbian interactions occurred, while trying to retrace the incidental
factors as well as the long-term political trends, both domestic and international, that influenced the
decision of the two counterparts to establish such ties.
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ABSTRACT

At the beginning of the 4th century the Church was shaken by a dispute that affected the whole
of society. The cause was the heresy of Arius, presbyter at Alexandria, who was preaching about
unequality between the persons in the Holy Trinity: Second person (God Son) is created from first (God
Father) in time and differs by His essence. Athough his beliefes were not accepted by all, many bishops,
especially in the eastern parts of the Roman empire had simmilar views. Although the episcopal seas in
the diocese of East represent the main center of the heretical movement the bishops in the Balkans were
amongst the most important and influential one.

Balkans appeare as one of the centers of arianism in the form of ,,homoian* doctrine — the leading
and accepted by the State version of the heresy for a period of quarter century till the death of emperor
Valence at Hadrianople in 378.

Arian centres of Balkan Peninsula started to appeare at the years following the First Ecumenical
Council. The first disciples of Arius we found at the diocese of Illiricum - Ursacius (bishop of Singidunum)
and Valence (bishop of Mursa).

For shorter or longer period as arian centers can be indicated: Naisus (bishop Ciriacos was
participant at the council of Constantinople at 336, which condemned Marcellus of Ancira), Sirmium (after
351, when Germinius took episcopal sea) and Ratiaria.

In diocese of Tracia arian centers appeared just after the Council at Nicaea: there were
Constantinople and Heraklea at province of Europe, and Hadrianopolis and (probably) Anchialos at
province of Haemimont.

Before the Council of Serdica arian centers at province of Thracia were Philippopolis and Augusta
Traiana, and at the second half of the 4th c. in Lower Moesia: Marcianopolis and Durostorum.

The purpose of this paper is to consider these arian centers, using written sources from the
participants (like Athanasius of Alexandria and Hilary of Poitiers) in 5th c. historians (Socrates,
Sozomenus, Theodoretus and Philostorgius).

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ABSTRACT

Except the numerous Early Christian basilicas, in Southwestern part from Bulgaria have been
used one-aisled churches. Differently to the basilicas, they were serving a limited number of
Christians. The reason they have been chosen is that they could be built quickly because of its
modest constructive type, not expensive cost of building and the possibility of creating of
equality among the members of the church. In the rural and small remote sites they also fitted
better to the limited local possibilities of building and rites. That’s why this type of small
churches has remained in usage to the present day. In the article are gathered together for the
first time the one-aisle churches from the territory of Southwestern Bulgaria.

According to its function they were serving as fortresses churches, town and city’s ones and
cemetery ones. The naos is rectangular, elongated and ends to the east with apse, and to the west
with a non-indented naos, which could even be omitted in some of the churches. The ceiling is
half-cylindrical or a ridge one, covered with tegulae. There were found also one-aisle churches
with a complicated plan, built under the eastern influence and the presence of foreign ethnical
representatives.
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STONE VENEER IMITATION IN THE CRYPT WITH
Theme ANCHOR. ORIGIN AND CONNOTATIONS

ABSTRACT

The decorative program of the tomb with an anchor from the Yagodin Mala Necropolis
contains painted imitations of stone veneer that look like a combination of rectangular panels
made of breccia and another, more luxurious stone reminiscent of either alabaster or agate or
cipollino verde marble. At first sight, stone imitations seem to be just a common design pattern
omnipresent in the mural painting of the Roman Empire. Meanwhile, its utmost popularity
throughout the vast Roman world lead to the development of three particular styles. These
styles originated from different cultural centers, were adapted for slightly different purposes
and sometimes attained specific connotations.

The imitation of luxurious stone veneer seems to have originated from 3" ¢. BC
Alexandria. The first stone imitation style was based on the Alexandrian tradition. A
mysterious Alexandrian monument (the so-called ‘Alabaster tomb’) is likely to be one of the
funerary buildings that inspired the development of the stone imitation design in Egypt. As the
designs of the most aristocratic Alexandrian tombs imitate alabaster surface of the walls, the
status of the Alabaster tomb owner is likely to have been royal or close to royal. The design
patterns consisted of juxtaposing rectangular panels, sometimes surrounded by frames imitating
another stone. Most often the painters preferred to imitate luxurious alabaster and agate.




The second stone imitation style derives from the first Pompeian style. The design
patterns consist of alternating stone veneer panels and columns. The Romans fancied other types
of luxurious stones for architectural decoration. Since the 1% century AD, breccia kept gaining
popularity in Roman art, as well as expensive cipollino marbles imported from Greece. The
cipollino verde in particular became a favorite of the Roman architects and painters. Both
breccia and cipollino were distinctive, recognizable and easy to imitate.. While breccia seems
to have been a really common, omnipresent type of stone, the cipollino marbles were associated
with a higher social status of the monuments.

The third style — imitating opus sectile floor panels — is also of the Roman origin. It
cared less about the verisimilitude of imitation and more about sophisticated ornamental
designs. All three styles were in use in the Late Antiquity, often intermixed in various
combinations. The inclination towards a particular style depended on a local tradition, function
of the building and the social status of customers. While Early Christian churches were usually
decorated in the mix of the second and third styles, the majority of funerary monuments tended
towards the first and the third styles. The stone imitation design of the tomb with an anchor from
the Yagodin Mala Necropolis seems to have derived from Romanized version of Alexandrian
tradition. In the meantime, the choice of particular stones — namely breccia and, allegedly,
cipollino verde — are purely Roman. It fits in a specific tradition that is likely have developed in
Greece and spread over the Northern Balkan and Black Sea regions. This stone veneer imitation
style probably hinted at the important status of the tomb owners.
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ABSTRACT

The article deals with the influence and role of Constantinople in many spheres of the forms
styles and development of culture in the ancient provinces on the territory of Bulgaria. First
studied is he city and defence planning, with new kinds of decisions and novelties, copying the
New Rome. On the second place is the liturgy ofn the capital, the architectural plan, liturgical
furniture and objects, and the inner decoration (wall paintings and mosaics in quite new styles)
of the basilicas, churches, martyria and monasteries. On the third place is the Imperial cult
reflected in the new Christian notion of the Early Byzantine ruler in the monumental forms,
treatment and styles, but also in the smaller forms of the steel weights and ivory dyptichs. The
ban of the old entertainments as gladiators and athletics replaced by the hyppodrome one and
some theatre spectaclesadd tot he picture copied in the cities in the Central and Eastern Balkans.

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- ARIANS OF POWER - URSACIUS OF SINGIDUNUM AND
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VALENS OF MURSA

ABSTRACT

The Fourth century is crucial for the development of the Church — its doctrine, structure, hierarchy.
Without the Arian conflict, the constant disputes and political struggles between the bishops, the Church
that we know today would have been different. Important part in this process of Church modeling had
the Arian bishops from the Balkans.

In the proposed presentation | would focus on two of these bishops — Ursacius of Singidunum and
Valens of Mursa. Two well-known leaders of the Arian party not only in the West but in the whole
Empire whose influence and political impact are still not acknowledged. Marking the important
moments of their careers | would try to present how they influenced the rise of the bishop as political
leader. Different relations with bishops, emperors and other political figures will be visualized by social
network analysis software.
